It shows the Isle
of Dogs requiring substantially more infrastructure then outlined in the Local Plan even for almost identical
housing numbers (see below an extract from our own Neighbourhood Plan based on information available in
2017 before the final version of the DIFS was publicly released)

The DIFS is also specifically referred to in LBTH evidence base 'SD06 Infrastructure Delivery Plan (2018)' -
although that was consulted on before the OAPF was publicised.
